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“You may ask me for anything in my name, and | will do it.” (John 14:14)
“Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” (Joel 2:32; Acts 2:21)

There is one name that surpasses all others (Phil 2:9; Heb. 1:4). It is the name given to humanity by
which we are saved (Acts 4:12) and it is the name that will cause every knee to bow and every tongue to
confess that Jesus is Lord (Phil. 2:10). Maybe you’ve learned to pray in the name of Jesus (John
14:13,14), by concluding your prayers with “in Jesus’ name, Amen.” While this is a very useful
expression, we should not limit ourselves by its use as the exclusive expression of benediction in prayer.
We could be invoking one of the other names by which Jesus is known; names descriptive of his power
and authority to answer the prayers we utter. The next time you pray, consider calling on one of these
names of the Lord:
